
This term our theme in Nursery is ‘Toys and Shiny Things’, below is an overview of work that we will be covering with your child. 

Personal Social and Emotional Development

Caring for others and living things. Co-operation and helping each other. Pre-session massage.  Co-co Caterpillar’s nursery rules for behaviour, special thoughts and feelings. Turn-taking and sharing. Sharing and listening to news. Celebrating achievements - Sunshine Award. Looking after Spike. 

Communication, Language and Literacy

Speaking and Listening - Circle Time, sharing weekend news, Home-School Diary. Listening to stories relating to theme and Story Sacks. Nursery Rhymes and Songs.   Writing – mark making, me and my family books.  Drama - Home corner.  Celebrations – Diwali, Christmas – writing card greetings.  Re-telling and re-enacting stories. 

Problem Solving, Reasoning and Numeracy

Number rhymes and songs – 5 Little Ducks, 5 Speckled Frogs etc. Counting activities and games – Spider game, Autumn Leaf game etc.  Non-standard Measures e.g., cupful, spoonful when cooking. Mathematical Language – bigger/ smaller, same/less/more.  Positional language - under/over, behind/in front. 

Knowledge and Understanding of the World

Environmental changes - weather, plants, Autumn colours.

Changes in materials during cooking - making dough, vegetable soup, exploring pumpkins, ice etc. 

ICT - using and responding to computer programs, using interactive whiteboard, mouse and keyboard skills - topic linked. Recording and replaying speech, stories, and songs using Coomber. Use of digital camera to capture Autumn experiences.

Creative Development

Songs linked to Theme, Autumn and Celebrations.  Listen and perform a variety of music – Christmas Performance. Making and playing instruments - changing sounds, shaking, hitting, and blowing. Role Play – Home Corner.  Construction and junk modelling, - toys, rockets, fireworks.  Celebration and Festival crafts – diva lamps, rangoli patterns, fireworks, Christmas presents and cards.
Collage and painting linked with Autumn and Autumn Colours. 
Physical Development

Develop spatial awareness and safe use of equipment – soft play, outdoor balance equipment, and movement sessions. Dance – theme linked, toys, Autumn, Fireworks, Diwali, and Christmas.

Keeping Healthy – snack time, exercise, road and firework safety. 

Develop fine motor skills – cutting and sticking, handling tools and small equipment, cooking, handling ingredients. 

Scheduled Visit/Visitors

Gibside, Library, Road Safety. 

How you can help:

Share stories, sing songs and nursery rhymes – to develop speaking and listening skills.

Play games to encourage turn taking and interaction.

Practice putting on coats, shoes, socks and mittens independently – this is a great help for physical activities and going outdoors.
