
This half term our theme in Nursery is ‘Stories of 3/Traditional Tales’ below is an overview of the work that we will be covering with your child. 
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Communication, Language and Literacy
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Listening to Traditional Tales and ‘Stories of 3’, Goldilocks and The Three Bears, The Three Billy Goats Gruff, The Three Little Pigs. Re-telling, recording and Re-enacting stories with props and puppets. Listening to the same stories in French.  Linking with international schools in ‘Super Stories’ project. Role Play ‘Three Bears House’.
Problem Solving, Reasoning and Numeracy

Shape and number recognition (especially to 3!). Number rhymes and songs. 
Counting in French. 
Positional language - under/over (‘Trolls Bridge’), behind/in front. 
Size – small, middle sized, big (Bears, Goats)

Knowledge and Understanding of the World

ICT - using interactive whiteboard and pc to interact with computer programs, e.g., Early Years Series Billy Goats Gruff activities. Developing mouse and keyboard skills - topic linked. Recording and playing back stories using Coomber. 
Changes in materials during cooking – making porridge, pig biscuits, Gingerbread Men.
Learning about Chinese New Year and the Chinese culture. 

Creative Development

Songs linked to stories and tales– When Goldilocks went to the House of the Bears.
Listen and perform a variety of music. Making and playing instruments - changing sounds, shaking, hitting, blowing- linked to stories.   Role Play – Three Bears House.
Construction and junk modelling, - Trolls Bridge, Little Pigs Houses, Beanstalk and Castle.

Large Scale animal collage – colours, textures, photographs.  Painting and drawing animals and environments.
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Physical Development

Movement linked to Tales and Stories – Billy Goats, Three Bears.
Use equipment balance beams – going under and over the Trolls bridge. 

Continue to develop use of space - indoor and outdoor. 

Keeping healthy – snacks, food and fruit tasting, drinking water.
Develop fine motor skills – cutting and sticking, handling tools and small equipment.
Personal Social and Emotional Development
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Co-operation and helping each other.  Co-co Caterpillar’s nursery rules for behaviour, special thoughts and feelings. Turn-taking and sharing. Sharing and listening to news.  Taking care of our own needs and looking after our friends - putting on clothes and shoes, keeping safe in the weather – wrapping up with appropriate clothing.  
Scheduled Visit/Visitors

Road Safety Lady, Visit to be arranged.
How you can help:
Share stories and Traditional Tales at home.  Look at non fiction books, about pigs, goats and bears. Watch stories on TV and safe internet sites.  
Look at numbers and shapes in the environment - house numbers, car registrations, shapes of windows, signs.

Sing animal songs and rhymes.
Play games to encourage turn taking and speaking and listening skills.

Continue to practice putting on coats, shoes and socks independently.
