In reception this week we have been learning to:
· Relate to our community through pretending to be hairdressers in the water area. We were very lucky this week as Mrs Whitfield is a real hairdresser and she came in to talk to us about her job and show us what to do. 

· We made crowns with repeated patterns of printed jewels using potato stamps of different shapes. 

· In our writing books we have drawn a self portrait and wrote ‘I am …’ practising writing our name. 

· We went on a visit to Winlaton library and we listened to the story ‘Mr Big’ which we got to take home to keep! We also chose our own book to take out of the library. We will be going back to the library to swap our books on Mon 30th Nov. Please can books be returned to school by Friday 27th Nov. 

· We have our very own toy shop in our classroom where we have been engaging in imaginative play. We are practising counting money, recognising numbers on price tags, and using our social skills. 
· Over the next couple of weeks we will learn the sounds x, y, z and words ‘big’, ‘got’ and ‘not. We are also continuing to practise the sounds and words we have so far and blending CVC words such as ‘h-e-n’. 

· We have our own digital camera that we can learn to take photographs with. 

· As part of book week we have been sharing books with the older children in KS2. 

· We have been making our own models using junk materials. 

· We have started singing songs for our Christmas nativity which will be on the 7th and 8th of December (further information to follow). If anyone would like to help us make our nativity costumes please let us know.

· Next Tuesday the 17th is our ‘Me, my family and my world’ morning. Tea / coffee will be available from 9.00am in the lower school hall. We will introduce the books and then your child can choose an area to play in with you. We aim to be finished around 10.30am. Hope you can make it.
